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Romans 12 2 says 
Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of 
your mind. 
 
Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is, his good, pleasing and 
perfect will. 
 
Ezekiel 18 31 and 32 say 
Rid yourselves of all the offenses you have committed, and get a new heart and a 
new spirit. Why will you die, people of Israel? 
 
For I take no pleasure in the death of anyone, declares the Sovereign LORD. 
Repent and live! 
 
Micah 6 8 says 
He has shown you, O mortal, what is good. And what does the LORD require of 
you?  
 
To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with your God. 
 
Mark 3 35 says 
Whoever does God’s will is my brother and sister and mother." 
 
John 9 31says  
We know that God does not listen to sinners. He listens to the godly person who 
does his will. 
 
Romans 12 1 says 
Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy,  
 
to offer your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God, this is your true 
and proper worship. 
 
Galatians 1 4 says 
who gave himself for our sins to rescue us from the present evil age, according to 
the will of our God and Father, 
 
Ephesians 5 17 says 
Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is. 
 
First Thessalonians 5 18 says 
give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. 
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First Timothy 2 4 says 
who wants all people to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth. 
 
Hebrews 10 36 says 
You need to persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive 
what he has promised. 
 
First Peter 1 14 and 15 say 
As obedient children, do not conform to the evil desires you had when you lived in 
ignorance. 
 
But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; 
 
First Peter 2 15 says 
For it is God’s will that by doing good you should silence the ignorant talk of foolish 
people. 
 
First John 2 15, 16 and 17 say 
Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, love for 
the Father is not in them. 
 
For everything in the world, the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride 
of life, comes not from the Father but from the world. 
 
The world and its desires pass away, but whoever does the will of God lives forever. 
 
First John 4 4 and 5 say 
You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the one who 
is in you is greater than the one who is in the world. 
 
They are from the world and therefore speak from the viewpoint of the world, and 
the world listens to them. 
 
Yes ! let us offer our bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God. Guard 
Holiness. Fulfill the will of God. 
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
