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Psalms 4 3 says 
Know that the LORD has set apart his faithful servant for himself; the LORD hears 
when I call to him. 
 
John 9 31 says 
We know that God does not listen to sinners. He listens to the godly person who 
does his will. 
 
James 1 26 says 
Those who consider themselves religious and yet, do not keep a tight rein on their 
tongues, 
 
deceive themselves, and their religion is worthless. 
 
First Peter 2 9 says 
But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special 
possession,  
 
that you may declare the praises of him, who called you out of darkness into his 
wonderful light. 
 
John 15 16 says 
You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you might go 
and bear fruit,  
 
fruit that will last, and so that whatever you ask in my name the Father will give you. 
 
Titus 2 14 says 
who gave himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness and to purify for himself, 
a people that are his very own, eager to do what is good. 
 
Psalms 91 14 and 15 say 
"Because he loves me," says the LORD, "I will rescue him; I will protect him, for he 
acknowledges my name. 
 
He will call on me, and I will answer him; I will be with him in trouble, I will deliver 
him and honor him. 
 
Psalms 34 15 says 
The eyes of the LORD are on the righteous, and his ears are attentive to their cry; 
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Psalms 31 23 says 
Love the LORD, all his faithful people! The LORD preserves those who are true to 
him, but the proud he pays back in full. 
 
Psalms 65 4 says 
Blessed are those you choose and bring near to live in your courts! We are filled 
with the good things of your house, of your holy temple. 
 
First Timothy 4 8 says 
 
For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things,  
 
holding promise for both the present life and the life to come. 
 
First Timothy 3 16 says 
Beyond all question, the mystery from which true godliness springs is great:  
 
He appeared in the flesh, was vindicated by the Spirit, was seen by angels, was 
preached among the nations, was believed on in the world, was taken up in glory. 
 
Second Timothy 3 12 says 
In fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted, 
 
First Timothy 6 11 says 
But you, man of God, flee from all this, and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, 
love, endurance and gentleness. 
 
Yes ! let us pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, endurance, gentleness and 
inherit the kingdom of God .
